Follow Hwy 35 for 25.6 miles (note that at 13.3 miles is the Parkdale turnoff and 

Mt. Hood Country Store – a good place to regroup the car convoy)

Turn left on Road 44 – follow for 10.5 miles, staying right at the junction at the 

5.2 mile mark

Turn left on Road 4440, marked with a sign for “Lower Crossing Campground” – 

follow for total 4.9 miles, staying left at junction at the 1.6 mile mark

Turn Left on 190 – stay right at first junction and follow to camping spot 1 mile 

down road 190

Issues:

· 7 owl circles are in the Fivemile Creek sub-watershed – the 2 Fivemile sales will “take” 3 spotted owls

· the sale includes Riparian Reserve logging, using decreased buffer widths determined by the team laying out the sale, not through a watershed analysis

· Visual Quality Objectives are being violated

· Unsupported departures were made from the Mt. Hood Management Plan

· Watershed Impact Area thresholds are violated
